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HISTORY

The Santee Cooper lake system consists of two lakes,
Marion 110,600 acres and Moultrie 60,400 acres. These
twao lakes are joined by the 6.5 mile diversion canal
These world-class fishing lakes were created from 1939
t01942 for a hydroelectric project by the South Carolina
Public Service Authority, commonly known as “Santee
Cooper” because ofthe two river systems the project
connected. At the present time these lakes hold a world
record Channel Catfish (58 |bs). These lakes held the
world records for Striped Bass until 1993, its weight was 55
Ibs. and Arkansas Blue until 1996, its weight was 1094 1bs.

The lakes vary from shallow swamps and blackwater
ponds to vast open water with a multitude of underwater
structures. Lake Marion was not completely cleared, asa
result fishermen will find there are thousands of stumps,
standing dead tree trunks and live cypress trees.

Weather permitting, fishing is year round,

Their range includes deep water holes and drop-offs throughout the lakes. April through
October are the bestmonths for blue catfish, Cut herring, gizzard shad, mullet, worms and
commercially prapared baits are effective, Blue catfish are principally botiom feaders
however, anglers land many fish frolling small lures or jigging spoans in mid depths.
Channel and flathead catfish are also in the Santee Cooper lakes. Prepared baits and
fishing methods are generally the same as for blue cafish,

Spring is the best time of the year to catch big hass, Big females strike to protect

beds, if small buck bass don't it first, Spoons, spinners and sixte eightinch plastic

worms are effective. After spawning, worms, crankbaits and spinner baits are effective
around the cypress tree stickups, ily padsand grass beds in water 2to 4 feet deep.

Bass are usually found in waters less than 20 feet deep and rarely go beyond the area where
ronted veqetation will grow,

InMarch, April and May stripers make their way up through the diversion canal and
genesally by way of the riverbeds in the |akes, up the Congaree and Wateree

Fivers for their annual spawning run. As 4 result, fishermen concentrate on the rivers
and lake Marion, During this period, five herring is the best bait followed by cut bait.
The fish are concentrated in deep hotes. Recommended tackle includes B to 3 foot
rods, free spoal reels with elickers and 20 to 30 pound test line.

Inlate February crappie congregate in mouths of creeks at depths of 8 to 12 feet.
During this time, limited catches are frequently made by drift fishing with minnows.
Asthe surface water temperature nears 58 to 64 deqrees they moveinto water 210 12
feet deep to spawn. When using small jigs or spoons for crappie, fig them very siowly.
Crappie weighing two pounds are common in these lakes,

The Santee National Wildlife Refuge is known for its
Native American history at the Santee Indian Mound
and Fort Watson Site dating back over 1,000 years,
This site served as a ceremonial and burial site for
the Native American Tribe.
